TO  THE  PUBLIC, 

In  addressing  you,  I  am  doing  nothing  extra- 
ordinary. It  is  customary,  and,  I  believe,  ex- 

pected, for  the  editor  or  publisher  of  a  work  to 
say  something  respecting  it.  Mine  may  not  be 
of  the  first  standing;  but  it  is  not  the  less  entitled 

to  credit,  and  to  notice.  All  agree,  with  few  ex- 
ceptions, that  such  a  work  is  necessary  in  a  capi- 

tal like  ours — extensive,  populous,  and  rich! — 
Without  such  a  guide,  where  would  the  stranger, 
relative  or  friend  [or  thost  who  seek)  know  where 

to  find?  They  may  inquire — in  vain!  The  stranger 
of  a  stranger — the  relative  of  a  relative — the 
friend  of  a  friend — in  vain!  Justice  may  be  an- 

swered by  it — Honesty  has  nothing  to  fear!  Well 
then,  will  the  labourer  be  deemed  unworthy;  or 

will  they  refuse  to  hire  him,  ̂'  so  long  as  he  is  faith- 
ful to  his  trust,'''* — No;  I  doubt  not. 
With  such  premises,  mav  I  be  permitted  to 

speak  of  some  of  the  difficulties  that  have  to  be 

encountered  in  making  a  directory.  I  here  in- 
tended to  have  given  a  portraiture  of  the  differ- 

ent characters  with  whom  it  was  our  lot  to  have 

connexion;  but  I  decline  it,  and  simply  state, 
that  that  which  my  predecessor  has  given  to  the 
public,  must  suffice,  in  some  measure,  for  me.     I

may  however  be  permitted  to  say,  that  we  have 

had  "  to  comhat^^''  if  I  may  use  the  phrase,  with 
Arrogance^  Impudence^  and  Ignorance,  Sorry  am 
I  to  say  it;  but  /  have  been  received  by  some  in 
such  an  uncourteous  maimer,  that  had  it  not  been 

for  the  '■^  public  weal^^^  I  should  have  dispensed 
with  troubling  them.  To  those  who  have  treated 
me  and  my  assistants  with  respect.  I  feel  indebted. 

It  may  perhaps  be  irksome  and  useless  to  the 

public,  m  general,  to  mention  that  such  an  un- 
dertaking as  publishing  a  directory  is  attended 

with  some  trouble. — But  I  would  say,  as  I  have 

mentioned  heretofore,  that  had  ''\I  not  listed^  I 

would  not  have  followed  Vie  drumP''  It  cost  me 
something  to  obtain  the  right;  and  that  right  I  ex- 

pect the  public  (with  all  due  deference)  to  sup- 
port me  in.  I  have  no  reason  to  think  to  the 

contrary;  for  the  very  kind  and  respectful  atten- 
tion 1  have  received  from  those  who  patronise 

such  a  work,  gives  me  every  encouragement  for 
a  future  prosecution  of  it. 

My  endeavours,  and  those  who  were  employed 

by  me,  I  hope  have  not  been  unavailing.  I  pre- 
sume that  our  efforts  to  make  a  correct  directory, 

will  better  be  proved  by  examination,  than  by 

any  other  test. — People  may  have  moved  since 
names  were  taken — (many  may  move  and  re- 

move)— but  I  cannot  be  accountable  for  them. 
The  names  I  give  to  you,  I  give  at  the  residence 
we  found  them. 

It  is  not  my  intention  to  urge  any  thing  that  * 
your  understandings  are  not  capable  of.     I  ask 
nothing  but  impartiality.      Though   errors  are 
committed,  of  which  I  doubt  not  there  are  many, 
I  hope  you  will  have  die  goodness  to  place  them 
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to  their  proper  account — not  to  a  want  of  atten- 
tion— that  has  never,  I  believe,  been  the  case; 

but  in  a  work  of  such  a  nature,  errors  will  occur 

in  despite  of  every  effort — Who  is  perfect! 
It  will  be  said,  by  many,  that  the  work  has 

been  delayed  beyond  the  proper  time — granted. 
It  has  been  said  by  some,  that  the  work  ought 
to  be  given  to  the  public  by  the  first  of  January 

— this  I  deny.  I'o  print  a  correct  directory,  it 
is  necessary  to  protract  its  publication  to  the 
month  of  February  in  each  year — as  the  elections 
of  officers  for  the  different  institutions,  other  in- 

corporated bodies  and  societies,  chiefly  take 
place  in  all  the  month  of  January,  annually. 

Some  apology,  however,  seems  necessary  for 
the  late  appearance  of  the  directory  this  year — ^ 
and  this  can  be  done  in  few  words.  It  came  into 

my  hands  late  in  the  year — I  was  not  acquainted 
with  all  its  difficulties.  Much  more  might  be 
said;  but  I  hope  my  industry  will  make  up  for 
the  delay,  as  there  will  be  found  upwards  of  two 
thousand  names  more  than  were  collected  for 

any  previous  directory.  In  future  it  may  be  ex- 
pected in  the  month  of  February.

TO  FOREIGNERS. 

Aliens  are  informed,  that  such  as  have  arrived  in  the 
United  States  since  April  14,  1802,  must  report  them- 

selves to  the  clerk  of  some  court  of  record ;  and  wait 
five  years  before  they  can  be  naturalized,  even  though 
they  may  have  declared  their  intention  to  become  citi- 

zens some  time  since. 
Those  who  have  not  made  their  declaration  must  do 

that  also,  three  years  before  they  can  be  naturalized. 
By  the  law  of  Congress,  the  certificate  of  report  and  re- 

gistry must  be  produced  to  the  court,  as  an  evidence  of 
the  time  of  arrival  in  the  United  States,  at  the  time  of 
application  to  be  naturalized ;  and  by  a  law  passed 
Marcli  22,  1816,  said  certificate  of  report  and  reg'istry 
must  be  recited,  at  full  length,  in  the  certificate  of  natu- 

ralization, otherwise  such  certificate  will  be  of  no  vali- 
dity.

incorporated  for  philosophical  or  literary  purposes,  or  for  the  en- 
couragement of  the  fine  arts,  or  by  order  and  for  the  use  of  any 

seminary  of  learning ;  specimens  in  natural  history,  mineralogy, 
botany,  and  anatomical  preparations  ;  models  of  machinery  and 
other  inventions  ;  plants  and  trees;  wearing  apparel,  and  other 
personal  baggage  in  actual  use,  and  the  implements  or  tools  of 
trade  of  persons  arriving  io  the  United  States ;  regulus  of  anti- 
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mony  ;  bark  of  the  cork  tree  unmanufactured  ;  animals  imported 
for  breed ;  burr  stones  unwrought;  gold  coin,  silver  coin,  and 
bullion  ;  clay  unwrouglit ;  copper,  imported  in  any  shape  tor  the 
use  of  the  mint ;  copper  and  brass,  in  pigs,  bars  of  plntes,  suited 
to  the  sheathing  of  ships  ;  old  ccpper  and  brass,  and  old  pewter, 
fit  only  to  be  remanufitctured  ;  tin,  hi  pigs  oi-  bars ;  furs  un- 

dressed, Gf  all  kinds  ;  raw  hides  and  skins ;  lapis  calaminaris  ;

Note. — It  will  be  seen  that  (to  the  rates>  of  duty  imposed  on

the  act  makes  the  specific  discrimination.  The  third  section  of

Note  — From  and  aiter  the  1st  day  of  June,  1818,  the  credit  on 

duties  from  all  places  situated  on  the  eastern  shores  of  America, 
north  of  the  equator  or  in  its  adjacent  seas,  bays  and  gulfs,  (salt 
excepted,)  shall  be  one  half  in  six,  and  one  half  in  nine  calendar 
months  ;  and  on  goods  (other  than  wine,  salt,  and  teas,)  imported 
from  any  other  place  than  Europe  and  the  West  Indies,  one  third 
in  eight,  one  third  in  ten,  and  one  third  in  eighteen  calendar 
months.

An  Act  providing  ior  the  deposit  of  Wines  and  distilled  Spirits  in 
public  warehouses,  and  for  other  purposes. 

Be  it  enacted  by  the  Senate  and  House  of  Representatives  of  the 
United  States  of  jl7nericay  in  Congress  assembled.,  That  it  shall  be 
lawful  for  any  importer  ot  wines  or  distilled  spirits,  which  may  be 
imported  into  the  United  States,  at  any  time  after  the  first  day  of

June  next,  at  his  option,  to  be  determined  at  the  time  of  making- 
entry  therefor,  either  to  secure  the  duties  thereon,  on  the  same 
terms  and  stipulations  as  on  other  goods,  wares,  and  merchandise 
imported,  or  to  give  his  bond,  in  double  the  amount  of  the  duties 
thereupon,  with  condition  for  the  payment  of  the  said  duties,  in 
twelve  calendar  months  from  the  aaceuf  such  bond  ;  which  bond 
shall  be  accepted  by  such  collector  without  surety,  upon  the 
terms  following,  viz. — The  wines  or  distilled^  spirits,  for  the  du- 

ties whereof  such  bond  shall  be  accepted, 'shall  be  deposited at  the  expense  and  risk  of  the  importer,  in  such  public  or  other 
store-houses  as  may  be  agreed  upon  between  the  importer  and 
the  surveyor,  or  officer  of  inspection  of  the  revenue,  for  the  port 
where  the  said  wines  or  spirits  shall  be  landed ;  and  such  wines 
or  spirits  shall  be  kept  under  the  joint  locks  of  the  inspector  and 
the  importer;  but  no  delivery  shall  be  ijiade  of  such  wines  or 
spirits  without  a  permit  in  writing,  under  the  hand  of  the  col- 

lector and  naval  officer  of  the  port. 
Sect.  2.  jlnd  be  it  further  enacted^  That  no  permit  shall  be 

given  for  the  removal  of  the  wines  or  spirits  deposited  under  the 
provisions  of  the  foregoing  section,  unless  the  duties  upon  the 
wines  or  spirits  for  which  it  shall  be  required,  be  first  paid  or  se- 

cured, in  the  manner  following,  viz.  The  importer,  or  his  as- 
signee shall  give  bond,  with  o»e  or  more  surety  or  sureties,  to  the 

satisfaction  of  the  collector,  in  double  the  amount  of  the  duties 

upon  the  wines  or  spirits  in  each  case  to  be  delivered,  with  con- 
dition for  the  payment  of  the  said  duties,  at  the  same  credits,  to 

be  computed  from  the  date  of  the  permit,  as  w«uld  have  been 
allowed  on  bonds  for  the  same  articles,  if  they  had  not  been  de- 

posited under  the  provisions  of  this  act.  Provided^  that  the  time 
to  be  allowed  for  the  payment  of  the  duties  upon  any  wines  or 
spirits  so  delivered,  or  for  any  part  of  such  duties,  shall  not  be 
such  as  to  extend  the  credit  beyond  the  term  of  twelve  calendar 
months,  originally  allowed  upon  depositing  such  wines  and  spirits. 

Sect.  3.  And  be  it  further  enacted.,  That  if  the  duties  on  any 
wines  or  spirits,  deposited  under  the  provisions  of  this  act,  shall 
not  have  been  paid,  or  secured  to  be  paid,  iathe  manner  described 
in  the  foregoing  section,  within  the  term  of  twelve  calendar 
months  from  the  time  of  their  importation,  it  shall  be  the  duty  of 
the  collector  to  cause  so  much  of  such  wines  or  spirits  as  may  be 
necessary,  to  be  sold  at  public  auction,  and  retaining  the  sum  ne- 

cessary for  the  payment  of  the  duties  which  have  not  been  se- 
cured or  paid,  together  with  the  expenses  of  safe  keeping  and 

sale  of  such  wines  or  spirits,  shall  ̂ return  the  overplus,  if  aay, 
to  the  owner  or  to  his  agent,  or  lawful  representative  ;  and  the 
amount  of  each  bond,  taken  for  the  duties  on  wines  or  spirits  de- 

livered, after  being  deposited,  as  directed  by  this  act,  shall  be  en- 
dorsed immediately  on  the  original  bond  given  by  the  importer, 

specifying  the  articles  delivered  and  the  date  of  the  delivery. 
Sect.  4  And  be  it  further  enacted.,  That  no  drawback  shall  be 

allowed  of  the  duties  paid  on  any  wines  or  spirits,  which  shall  be 
imported  into  the  United  States  after  the  first  day  of  June  next, 
unless  such  wines  or  spirits  shall  have  been  deposited  in  public  or 
other  stores,  under  the  provisions  of  this  act,  and  there  kept 
from  their  landing  to  their  shipment. 
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Sect.  5-  And  be  it  fxirther  enacted^  That  if  any  wines  or  other 

spirits,  deposited  under  the  provisions  of  this  act,  shall  be  embez- 
zied  or  fraudulently  hid  or  removed  from  any  store  or  place 
wherein  they  shall  have  been  deposited,  they  shall  be  forfeited ; 
and  the  person  or  persons  so  embezzling,  hiding  or  removing  the 
same,  or  aiding  oi-  assisting  therein,  shall  be  liable  to  the  same 
pains  and  penalties  as  if  such  wines  or  spirits  had  been  fraudu-

eastern  shores  of  America,  north  of  the  equator,  or  in  its  adjacent

Sect.  62.  When  the  duties  on  ad  valorem  articles  are  less  than 

50  dollars,  it  must  bf  paid  immediately;  if  specific,  a  deposit 
must  be  made  to  secure  the  same,  which,  when  ascertained,  will 
be  immediately  settled. 
When  the  duties  on  goods  im]»orted,  where  the  sum  payable  by 

one  person  or  co-partnership,  shall  amount  to  more  than  50  dol- 
lars, the  following  credit  is  allowed  by  law,  except  where  any 

bond  on  which  the  person  or  co-partnership  entering  such  goods, 
wares,  or  merchandise,  are  eitiier  principal  or  security,  being 
due,  remains  undischarged. 
On  all  articles  of  the  produce  of  the  West-Indies,  or  from 

places  north  of  the  equator,  one  half  in  six  and  the  other  half  in 
nine  months. 

On  Madeira,  and  all  other  wines,  twelve  months. 
On  all  goods,  &c.  from  Europe,  (wines  and  teas  excepted,) 

the  one  third  in  eight,  one  third  in  ten,  and  one  third  in  twelve 
months. 

On  all  goods,  &c  (wines  and  teas  excepted,)  from  any  other 
place  than  £urope,  the  West-Indies  and  north  of  the  eouator,  the 
one  third  in  eight  months,  one  third  in  ten  months,  and  one  third 
in  eighteen  months. 

Teas,  from  ('hina  or  Europe,  may  be  deposited  at  the  option  of 
the  importer  or  importers,  (to  be  detei  mined  at  the  time  of  mak- 

ing entr>-  tneretor,)  either  to  secure  the  duties  thereon,  on  the 
same  terms  and  stipulations  as  on  other  goods,  wares,  and  mer- 

chandise imported,  or  to  give  his,  or  her,  or  their  bond,  to  the 
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colleetor  of  the  district  where  any  such  teas  shall  be  landed,  in 
double  the  amount  of  the  duties  thereupon,  with  condition  for  the 
payment  of  the  said  duties  in  two  years  from  the  date  of  such 
bond :  which  bond  shall  be  accepted  by  such  collector  without 
surety,  upon  the  terms  following  :  that  is  to  say,  the  teas,  for  the 
duties  whereof  such  bond  shall  be  accepted,  shall  be  deposited  at 
the  expense  and  risk  of  the  said  importer  or  importers,  in  one  or 
more  storehouse  or  storehouses,  as  the  case  may  require  to  be 
agreed  upon,  &c.  The  said  teas  to  be  delivered  upon  bond  being^ 
given  with  one  or  more  surety  or  sureties,  to  the  satisfaction  of 
the  collector,  '*  if  the  same  shall  not  exceed  100  dollars,  in  four 
months ;  if  above  100  dollars,  and  not  exceeding  500  dollars^  in 
eight  months;  or  if  the  same  shall  exceed  500  dollars,  in  12 
months ;"  so  that  the  term  of  credit  shall  not  exiend  the  period 
beyond  two  years  from  the  time  of  depositing  the  said  teas  ;  any 
teas  remainmg  after  the  said  term  of  two  years,  to  be  sold  by  the 
collector,  who  shall  return  the  surplus  (after  paying  the  duties,) 
to  the  owner  or  owners  thereof. 

Sect.  65.  When  bonds  given  for  duties  shall  become  due,  and 
not  discharged,  the  collector  to  prosecute  without  delay  ;  and  in 
case  of  insolvency  or  death,  the  United  States  to  be  the  first  credi- 

tor ;  and  any  executor,  administrator,  assignee,  or  any  other  per- 
son, paying  any  debt  due  by  the  person  or  estate,  from  wiiom  or 

for  which  they  are  acting,  previous  to  the  debt  or  debts  due  to 
the  United  States  being  first  fully  satisfied  and  paid,  shall  become 

answerable  in  their  own  fierson  an*"'  ̂ state  for  the  same,  or  part thereoif  remaining  unsatisfied. 
Sureties  on  all  bonds  given  for  duties,  shall  in  case  of  insolvency 

or  death  of  the  principal,  '*  have  and  enjoy  the  like  ad\r(nt<iges, 
priority,  or  preference  for  the  recovery  and  receipt  ot  the  said 
money  out  of  the  estate  and  effects  of  such  insolvent,  or  deceased 

principal,  as  are  reserved  to  the  United  States." 
When  bonds  are  prosecuted  for  the  recovery  of  duties  due  to 

the  United  States,  judgment  to  be  granted  at  the  return  term, 

"  unless  the  defendant  shall  in  open  court,  the  United  States'  at- 
torney being  present,  make  oath  or  affirmation,  that  an  error  has 

been  committed  in  the  liquidation  of  the  duties  demanded  upon 
such  bond,  specifying  the  errors  alleged  to  have  been  commit- 

ted, and  that  the  same  have  been  notified,  in  writing,  to  the  col- 
lector of  the  district  prior  to  the  commencement  of  the  return 

term  aforesaid."  '^ 
On  all  bonds  upon  which  suits  shall  be  commenced,  an  interest 

shall  be  allowed  at  the  rate  of  six  per  cent,  per  annum,  from  the 
time  when  said  bonds  became  due  until  the  payment  thereof. 

Sect.  33.  Duties  to  be  paid  where  ̂ oods  are  landed,  and  bonds 
to  be  given  for  securing  the  duties,  if  the  whole  or  part  of  the 
cargo  is  destined  to  different  districts.

Kor  shall  any  vessel  from  the  Cape  of  Good  Hope,  or  beyond 
the  same,  be  admitted  to  enter,  except  at  the  ports  in  the  above 
lisc  which  are  distinguished  by  italics. 

Restrictions  on  Importations. 

Sect.  92.  No  goods,  wares,  or  m.erchandise,  of  foreign  growth 
or  manufacture,  subject  to  the  payment  of  duties,  shall  be  brought 
into  the  U.  States,  from  any  foreign  port  or  place,  in  any  other 
manner  than  by  sea  ;  nor  in  any  ship  or  vessel  of  less  than  thirty 
tons  burthen,  agreeable  to  the  mode  of  ascertaining  American 

tonnage,  except  in  certain  districts  on  the  northern,  north- 
western, and  western  boundaries  of  the  United  States,  adjoining 

to  the  dominions  of  Great  Britain  in  Upper  and  Lower  Canada, 
and  the  districts  on  the  rivers  Ohio  and  Mississippi. 

Sect.  103.  No  beer,  ale,  or  porter,  to  be  imported  in  casks  of 

less  capacity  than  forty  gallons  beer  measure  ;  or  if  in  bottles,  in 
packages  less  than  six  dozen^  under  penalty  of  forfeiture,  with 
the  ship  or  vessel. 
No  refined  lump  or  loaf  sugar,  shall  be  imported  into  the 

United  States,  from  any  port  or  place,  except  m  ships  or  vessels 
of  the  burthen  of  one  hundred  and  twenty  tons  and  upwards,  and 

in  casks  of  packages  containing  each,  not  less  than  six  hundred 
pounds,  on  pain  of  forfeiting  the  said  ship  or  vessel,  and  the  loaf 

or  lump  sugar  imported  therein,  except  in  such  casks  or  pack- 
ages as  aforesaid. 

No  distilled  spirits,  (arrack  and  sweet  cordials  excepted,)  to  be 
imported  in  casks  or  vessels  of  less  capacity  than  ninety  gallons 
wine  measure,  on  pain  of  forfeiture  with  the  ship  or  vessel ;  nor  in 
casks  or  vessels  which  have  been  marked  pursuant  to  any  law  cf 
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the  United  States,  on  pain  of  forfeiture  of  the  said  refined  loaf  or 
lump  sugar,  and  distilled  spirits,  together  with  the  ship  or  vessel. 
Frovided,  that  the  forfeiture  shall  not  be  incurred  on  "  any  ships 
imported  or  brought  into  the  United  States,  in  other  casks  or  ves- 

sels aforesaid,  or  the  ship  or  vessel  in  which  they  shall  be  brought, 
if  such  spirits  shall  be  in  the  use  of  the  seamen  on  board  of  such 
ship  or  vessel,  and  shall  not  exceed  the  quantity  of  four  gallons 
for  each  seaman,"  and  tvliich  shall  at  the  tiine  of  the  entry  of  the 
said  vessel  be  inserted  in  the  manifest  as  the  sta-stores  of  such 
shift  or  vessel.  ■ 

Duty  of  Masters  of  Vessels, 

Sect.  23.  Mo  merchandise  to  be  imported  in  any  vessel  belong- 
ing in  whole  or  in  part  to  a  citizen  or  inhabitant  of  tiie  United 

States,  unless  the  master  of  such  vessel  shall  have  on  board  a i 
manifest  in  writing,  signed  by  such  master  or  other  person  having 
the  command,  containing  the  name  of  the  port  or  place  where 
such  merchandise  were  received,  and  the  port  v.  here  consigned 
or  destined  to,  within  the  United  States,  particularly  noting  the 
merchandise  destined  for  each  port,  respectively,  and  every  pacj^- 
age  on  board  sucli  vessel  to  be  particularly  described — to  whom 
consigned,  or  if  to  order,  with  the  names  of  all  passengers,  distin- 

guishing whether  cabin  or  steerage  passengers,  or  both,  with  their 
baggage,  and  an  account  of  all  remaining  sea-stores  (it  any.) 

Vessel  and  Cabin  Stores, 

If  merchandise  impoi-ted  are  destined  to  be  delivered  in  differ- 
ent districts  or  ports,  the  said  merchandise  to  be  inserted  in  suc- 

cessive order  in  the  above  manifest,  and  all  spirits,  ivines,  and 
teas,  being  the  whole  or  any  part  of  the  cargo,  shall  be  inserted 
in  like  order,  distinguishing  the  port  where  destined,  and  the  kind, 
qualities,  and  quantity  thereof. 

Sect.  45.  Excessive  quantity  of  sea- stores  to  pay  duty. 
Sect.  19.  Vessels  bound  to  Connecticut,  by  way  of  Sandy  Hook, 

or  to  Hudson,  before  they  pass  the  port  of  New  York,  and  imme- 
diately after  arrival,  the  master  to  deposit  with  the  collector  a 

true  manifest  of  the  cargo  on  board  such  ship  or  vessel :  the  pen- 
alty for  neglect  or  omission,  or  refusing  to  receive  an  inspector  of 

the  customs  on  board  the  same,  to  accompany  such  vessel,  is  500 
dollars. 

Sect.  24.  For  all  goods  not  included  in  the  manifest,  the  master 
forfeits  a  sum  of  money  equal  to  their  value,  and  all  merchan- 

dise not  included  in  such  manifest,  belonging  or  consigned  to  the 
master,  mate,  officers,  or  crew  of  such  vessel,  shall  be  forfeited, 
unless  it  is  made  to  appear  to  the  satisfaction  of  the  collector, 
naval  officer  and  surveyor,  or  the  major  part  of  them,  or  to  ̂  
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court  on  trial,  that  no  part  was  unshipped  except  what  is  men- 
tioned in  the  report,  or  that  the  manifest  has  been  lost  or  mislaid, 

without  fraud,  or  defaced  by  accident,  or  incorrect  by  mistake. 
Sect.  25.  The  master  of  any  vessel,  or  other  person  having 

charge  thereof,  belonging  in  whole  or  in  part  to  a  citizen  or  citi- 
zens, inhabitant,  or  inhabitants  of  the  United  States,  on  arrival 

within  four  leagues  of  the  coast,  or  within  any  bays,  hai'bours, 
ports,  rivers,  creeks,  or  inlets  thereof,  to  have  a  manifest  on  board, 
and  on  demand  made  by  any  officer  of  the  customs,  first  coming 
on  board,  to  produce  such  manifest  and  deliver  him  a  copy 
thereof,  signed  by  the  master  or  other  persons  having  charge  of 
such  vessel,  and  the  officer  shall  certify  on  the  original  the  day 
and  year  the  same  was  produced,  the  said  copy  to  be  provided 
and  subscribed  by  the  master,  or  such  other  person  havmg  com- 

mand ;  tVie  copy  of  which  to  be  compared  with  the  original,  and 
certified  by  such  officer  on  the  back  thereof;  the  day  and  year 
such  copy  or  copies  was  or  were  delivered  to  him — the  original 
manifest  to  be  delivered  afterwards  by  the  master  to  the  col- 

lector. Provided,  that  not  more  than  one  copy  of  each  manifest 
shall  be  required  by  any  officer  or  officers  who  shall  first  come  on 
board,  within  four  leagues  of  the  coast  of  the  United  States,  and 
one  other  copy  to  any  officer  or  officers  who  shall  first  come  on 
board,  within  the  limits  of  any  district  for  which  the  cargo,  or 
any  part  thereof,  shall  be  destined. 

Sect.  26.  The  penalty  on  masters,  for  not  producing  manifest, 
and  delivering  cop^  thereof  to  the  proper  officer  or  officers  on 
demand,  or  for  not  informing  such  officer  of  the  true  destination 
of  such  vessel,  is  500  dollars  for  each  offence :  and  the  like  pen- 

alty is  incurred  by  such  officer,  who  shall  neglect  or  refuse  to  , 
certify  such  manifest — and  the  officer  is  required  to  make  a  re- 

turn in  writing,  of  the  name  of  the  vessel  and  master,  offending 
in  any,  or  all  of  the  particulars  required,  to  the  collector  of  the 
district  where  such  vessel  may  be  bound. 

Sect.  27.  Any  vessel  within  four  leagues  of  the  coast,  or  within 
the  Hmits  of  any  district,  unloading  goods  without  authority  from 

proper  officers,' tlie  master  and  mate  forfeit  1000  dollars,/br  each 
offence^  and  goods  forfeited,  except  in  case  of  accident,  necessity, 
or  stress  of  weather ;  wliich  shall  be  proved  before  the  collector, 
by  the  master,  mate,  and  one  other  officer  or  mariner. 

Sect.  28.  Masters  of  vessels  receiving  goods  so  unladen  (except 
as  before  excepted),  to  forfeit  treble  the  value  of  such  goods ;  and 
the  shifi^  boat,  or  vessel  receiving  them,  to  be  forfeited.  ̂ 

Sect.  29.  If  any  vessel  having  arrived  within  any  district,  shall 
depart,  or  attempt  to  depart  from  the  same  (unless  to  some  more 
interior  port,  or  by  stress  of  weather,)  without  report  to  the  col- 

lector, the  master  forfeits  400  dollars. 
Sect.  30.  Any  vessel  ariivhig  from  a  foreign  port,  the  master - 

is  to  report  to  the  collector,  within  24  hours  after  his  arrival ; 
and  within  24  hours  thertafter,  further  to  report  the  name,  bur- 

then, &c.  in  writing,  agreeable  to  the  directions  of  section  23d, 
and  shall  make  oath  or  affirmation  to  the  truth  of  the  same. 
The  master  or  other  person  having  charge  of  any  vessel  haying 

distilled  spirits,  wines,  or  teas,  shall  withiu  48  hours  after  arrival^ 
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make  a  report  in  writing  to  the  surveyor,  or  officer  acting  as  in 
spector  ot  tiie  revenue  of  the  port,  under  a  penalty  of  500  dollars. 
The  master,  or  other  person  having  command,  neglecting  to 

make  such  report,  forfeits  1000  dollars. 
Sect.  31.  Ships  of  war,  or  packets  of  any  prince  or  state,  not 

permitted  by  such  prince  or  state  to  carry  goods  in  way  of  trade, 

are  not  required  to'  make  such  reports. Sect.  32.  Masters  of  vessels  after  arrival  and  entry,  may  pro- 
ceed to  foreign  ports  with  goods,  noted  on  the  manifest  at  the  time 

of  entry  for  such  foreign  fiort,  without  paying  duties  thereon,  on 
giving  bond  that  the  said  goods  shall  be  actually  re-exported  in 
such  vessel  to  a  foreign  port ;  but  bonds  are  not  required  when 
vessels  put  in,  in  distress. 

Sect.  34.  Masters  of  vessels,  having  goods  on  board  destined  to 
different  districts,  other  than  the  district  at  which  he  may  arrive, 
to  be  furnished  by  tlie  collector  with  a  copy  of  his  report,  and  a 
certificate,  showing  on  what  part  of  the  cargo  the  duties  have 
been  paid  or  secured,  and  give  bond  for  reporting  such  goods,  on 
which  the  duties  have  not  been  paid  or  secured  ;  which  copy  the 
master  is  to  produce  to  the  collector  of  the  distsict  where  bound, 
within  24  hours  after  his  arnval,  under  a  penalty  of  500  dollars  ; 
and  the  said  bond  to  be  cancelled  by  producing  from  the  collec- 

tor of  such  district,  a  certificate  within  six  months,  of  the  due  en- 
try and  delivery  of  such  merchandise  in  such  district  or  districts. 

Sect.  35.  In  addition  to  the  foregoing  section,  the  master  to 
apply  to  the  surveyor  or  inspector  of  the  poit  for  a  copy  of  his 
report  (where  there  are  distilled  spirits,  wines,  or  teas  on  board, 
to  be  delivered  in  different  districts,)  the  want  of  which,  subjects 
such  articles  to  forfeiture,  and  500  dollars  penalty  on  the  master. 

Post  Office  LazL\ 
No  ship  or  vessel  from  foreign  ports,  or  coming  by  sea  from  any 

port  of  the  LJnited  States,  shall  be  permitted  to  report,  make  en- 
try, or  break  bulk,  till  the  master  shall  deliver  to  the  postmaster, 

all  letters  under  his  t  are  or  within  his  power,  other  than  such  as 
are  directed  to  the  owner  or  owners  of  such  shift  or  vessel,  and  an 
oath  or  affirmation  to  be  taken  of  such  delivery  ;  the  master  to 
receive  two  cents  for  every  letter  so  delivered. 

Sect,  57.  Goods  found  on  board  any  vessel  not  noted  on  the 
manifest,  the  master  to  make  post  entry,  previous  to  any  permit 
being  granted  therefor. 
Packages  wanting,  or  goods  not  agreeing  with  the  manifest,  the 

master  forfeits  500  dollars,  unless  made  appear  to  the  satisfaction 
of  the  principal  officers  of  the  customs,  that  no  part  of  the  cargo 
has  been  unloaded  since  it  was  taken  on  board,  except  such  as 
noted  in  the  report,  and  pursuant  to  permits ;  and  that  such  disa- 

greement arises  from  accident  or  mistake.  -^ 
Sect.  60.  Vessels  arriving  from  any  foreign  port,  in  distress,  at 

any  port  in  the  United  States,  not  being  destined  for  the  same,, 
protest  to  be  made  by-the  master  and  mate,  within  24  hours,  and 

(2*> 
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lodged  at  the  custom-house  ;  and  within  48  hours  enter  his  ves- 
sel, as  in  all  other  cases;  and  it  i)y  certiticate  of  the  wardens  of 

the  port,  of  the  necessity  thereof,  the  vessel  may  be  unladen  and 
cargo  deposited  in  the  pubhc  >tore,  and  reladen  again  (except 
such  part  as  may  be  necessary  to  be  sold  to  defray  the  expenses 
of  the  rapairs  of  tlie  vessel  only,  on  which  the  duty  shall  be  paid 
as  in  other  cases,)  by  permission  from  the  custom-house  free 
from  ar.)  other  charge  than  storage  and  fee  to  the  officers  of  the 
custom,  as  in  other  cases. 

Sect.  93.  The  master  or  person  having  command  of  any  ves- 
sel bound  to  a  foreign  port  or  place,  shall  deUver  to  the  collector 

of  the  district  from  whence  such  vessel  is  about  to  depart,  a  ma- 
nifest of  all  the  cargo  on  board,  and  the  value  thereof^  subscribed 

by  such  person  ;  the  penalty  for  not  dehveringsuch  manifest,  and 
obtaining  a  clearance,  previous  to  departure  from  such  district, 
is  500  dollars  for  every  offence. 

Importers  and  Consignees. 

Sect.  36.  Owners  or  consignees  of  goods  imported,  are,  within 
15  days  after  the  niasters  report,  to  make  entry  with  the  collec- 

tor, d'etaiUng  the  several  contents  and  nett  cost  of  each  package particularly,  and  produce  the  original  invoice,  documents  and 
bills  of  lading,  which  must  be  \  eritied  on  oath  or  affirmation, 

by  the  said  parties,  who  must  subscril)e  the /o7-m  of  entry  on  oath. 
When  the  above  entry  is  made  by  any  agent,  factor  or  other  per- 

son, other  than  bonajide  owner  or  consignee  of  such  merchan- 
dise, such  person  to  give  bond  in  tlie  sum  of  1000  dollars,  over 

and  above  wiiat  the  duties  may  amount  to,  with  condition,  that 
the  bonajide  owner  or  consignee  of  such  merchandise,  shall,  on 
or  before  the  first  period  of  payment  of  such  duty  become  due, 
deliver  to  said  collector,  a  full  and  correct  account  of  said  mer- 

chandise, in  manner  and  form  aforesaid  ;  verified  by  a  like  oath 
or  affirmation,  before  any  judge  of  the  United  States,  or  a  judge 
of  any  court  of  record  of  a  state,  or  before  a  collector  of  the  cus- 

toms: and  in  case  the  duties  are  paid  at  the  time  of  entry,  a  like 
bond  to  be  given,  that  such  an  account  shall  be  delivered,  within 
ninety  days  from  such  entry- 
When  the  particulars  of  such  merchandise  are  not  known,  an 

entry  thereof  to  be  made  according  to  circumstances:  declaring 
on  oath  or  affirmation,  al!  the  particulars  the  party  knows  or  be- 

lieves concerning  the  same,  to  be  subscribed  by  the  party  :  and 

■where  an  imperfect  entry  is  made,  either  for  want  of  invoices, 
bills  of  lading,  &:c.  the  collector  to  take  such  merchandise  into 
his  custody,  until  the  quantity,  qualitvor  value  can  be  ascertained. 

Sect.  37.  Every  importer  or  consignee  of  distilled  spirits,  wines 

or  teas,  to  make  a'separate  entry  of  the  same,  specifying  the  name of  the  vessel  and  master,  and  place  from  whence  ;  the  quantity 
and  quality,  and  a  particular  detail  of  the  chests,  casks  or  ves- 

sels, containing  the  same,  with  the  marks  and  numbers  ;  which 
entry,  after  being  certified  by  the  collector,  to  be  produced  to 
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the  surveyor  or  officer  as  inspector  of  the  revenue  for  the  port : 
and  all  jjermits  granted  by  tfie  collector  for  the  above  articles, 
shall,  pnorto  the  landing  of  the  bame,  be  produced  to  the  sur- 

veyor or  officer  acting  as  inspector  for  the  port,  for  endorsement; 
any  of  the  above  articles  landed,  contrary  to  the  above  direction, 
are  subject  to  forfeiture,  and  500  dollars  penalty  on  the  nriaster 
or  person  having  charge  oi  the  vessel. 

Sect.  52.  Goods  without  invoice,  or  specification  of  particu- 
lars, to  be  stored  by  the  collector  until  appraised,  or  invoice,  ar- 
rive, at  the  option  of  the  importer. 

Appraisers  to  ascertain  and  certify-  at  what  rate,  or  per  cent- 
age,  such  goods  are  damaged  :  but  no  allowance  for  damage,  nn- 
less  such  appraisement  is  lodged  in  the  custom-house  within  ten 
days  after  the  landing  thereof,  accompanied  with  a  certificate  of 
the  wardens  of  the  port. 

Sect.  56.  Goods  not  landed  in  15  days  to  be  sent  to  the  public 
store,  and  all  goods  so  deposited  to  be  at  the  risk  and  charge  of 
the  importer ;  and  if  not  entered  and  the  duties  paid,  or  secured 
.within  nine  mmiths  to  be  sold,  (being  first  advertised  for  one 
month,)  the  surplus  money  arising  from  such  sale,  after  the  du- 

ties and  charges  are  paid,  to  be  paid  into  the  treasury  of  the 
United  States,  for  the  benefit  of  tlie  owners,  who,  upon  due  proof 
of  the  property,  shall  be  entitled  to  the  same.  Perishable  arti- 

cles may  be  sold  immediately. 
Sect.  66.  Goods  entered  under  a  fraudulent  invoice  to  be  for- 

feited, or  where  the  collector  shall  suspect  that  such  goods  are 
not  invoiced  agreeable  to  the  sum  such  goods  are  sold  for  at  the 
place  from  whence  they  are  imported,  to  be  taken  into  his  pos- 

session at  the  risk  aud  expense  of  the  importer,  until  they  are 
appraised,  and  in  case  of  prosecution  for  the  forfeiture  aforesaid, 
such  appraisement  shall  not  exclude  other  pr^of  on  trial,  of  the  ac- 

tual and  real  cost  of  the  said  goods  at  the  place  from  whence  im- 
ported. 

Sect.  67.  Packages  may  be  opened  in  presence  of  two  mer- 
chants, upon  suspicion  of  fraud,  and  repacked  under  the  inspec- 

tion of  an  officer ;  and  if  found  to  differ  from  the  entr>',  to  be  for- 
feited unless  made  appear  to  the  satisfaction  of  the  principal  offi- 

cers of  the  customs,  or  a  court  on  trial,  that  such  differeMice  pro- 
ceeds from  accident  or  mistake,  or  without  intention  of  fraud. 

Returned  Cargo, 

Sect.  47.  When  goods.  See.  the  growth  or  manufactures  of  the 
United  States  shall  be  returned,  net  having  been  shipped  for  the 
benefit  of  drawback  or  bounty,  no  duty  to  be  demanded. 

Sect.  48.  Report  and  entry  of  such  goods,  &c.  to  be  made,  and 
proof,  by  oath  or  affirmation,  of  the  facts  thereof. 

N.  B.  When  the  goods  so  returned  have  been  exported  from 
any  other  district  than  the  one  they  may  be  imported  in,  bonds  to 
be  given  by  the  importer,  in  addition  to  the  above  oath,  in  the 

sum  ot  the' duties,  that  within  six  months  a  certificate  shall  be 
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produced  from  the  collector  of  the  cusfoms  for  the  district  from 
whence  they  were  exported,  tliat  such  goods  were  actually  so 
exported  :  in  default  of  whicj*,  the  bond  to  be  forfeited  and  the 
penalty  paid. 

If  any  articles  of  the  outward  cargo  are  brought  back,  they  are 
to  be  detained,  specifying  by  whom  shipped  outward,  and  to 
whom  consigned  inward. 

Return  of  passengers,  and  of  packages  belonging  to  them  re- 
spectively. (Here  insert  the  names  of  the  passengers — and 

whether  cabin  or  steerage  passengers ;  with  the  description  and 
number  of  packages  containing  their  baggage,  or  the  tools  or 
implements  of  a  mechanical  trade.) 

Passerigers, 

Sect.  46.  Entry  to  be  made  by  passengers,  of  all  clothes,  tools, 
or  implements  of  trade  or  professions,  arriving  in  the  U.  States 
to  settle — which  articles  are  exempted  from  duty. 

If  the  articles  shall  be  entered  by  any  other  person  than  the 
owner,  bond  to  be  given  in  a  sum  equal  to  the  amount  of  what 
the  duties  would  be  if  imported  subject  to  duty  :  that  the  owner 
shall  within  one  year  verify  such  entry  on  oath,  or  the  collector 
may  direct  such  baggage  to  be  examined  ;  and  if  any  article  is 
contained  therein  which  ought  to  pay  duty,  entry  must  be  made 
thereof,  and  if  an  entry  is  made  as  aforesaid,  and  upon  examina- 

tion thereof,  any  article  is  found  therein  subject  to  duty,  {not 

huving-  been  expressed  at  the  time  of  making'  the  entry,)  it  is  for- 

feited'; and  the  person  in  whose  baggage  the  same  shall  be  found forfeits  and  shall  pay  treble  the  value  thereof. 

31ode  of  obtaining  Drawback  on  Foreign  Merchandise, 

Sect.  75.  Merchandise  imt)orted  into  the  United  States,  (foreign 
caught  fish,  fish  oil,  and  playing  cards  excepted,)  if  exported 
within  one  year  from  the  paying  or  securing  the  duties  thereon, 
from  the  ports  of  original  importation,  are  entitled  to  a  drawback 
of  such  duties,  or  may  be  transported  coast  ways  to  certain  dis- 

tricts, and  the  drawback,  if  exported  from  thence  to  a  foreign 

port,  excepting  those  immediately  adjoining  the  United  States,* 
by  observing  the  following  directions ; — Provided  the  duties  paid 
or  secured  on  such  merchandise,  imported  by  one  person  or  co- 

partnership, and  entered  at  the  same  time,  shall  amount  t.oJifty 
dollars^  except  distilled  liquors,  which  must  be  one  hundred  and 
Jifty  gallons^  and  exported  in  the  original  casks,  cases,  chests, 
boxes,  or  other  packages,  in  which  they  were  imported,  except 
liquors  in  casks,  coffee  or  cocoa  in  casks  or  other  packages,  or 
unrefined  sugar,  which  may  be  filled  up  out  of  others  of  the 
same  importation,  or  put  up  into  new  casks  or  packages  corre- 

*  St.  Augustine,  Nova  Scotia,  Halifax,  and  the  Canadas. 
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spending  therewith,  which  must  be  marked  and  numbered  as  the 
originals,  but  no  change  or  filling  up  to  take  place,  unless  the 
casks  or  other  packages  are  unfit  for  exportation,  and  in  no  other 
case ;  the  whole  to  be  performed  under  the  inspection  of  a  pro- 

per officer  appointed  for  that  purpose. 
When  articles  are  imported  in  bulk,  the  packages  in  which 

they  are  landed  shall  be  deemed  the  packages  of  original  impor- 
tation, and  must  be  exported  in  the  same  ;  and  all  certificates  for 

distilled  spirits,  wines,  or  teas,  must  be  given  up,  or  no  draw  back 
to  be  allowed. 

Sect.  76  Twenty-four  hours  notice  to  be  given  by  lodging  an 
entry  therefor  before  shipping  the  goods,  except  distilled  spirits, 
■which  require  but  six  hours  ;  and  goods  shipped  without  a  pro- 

per permit,  forfeit  the  drawback. 
Previously  to  any  permit  being  given,  proof  must  be  made  by 

the  importer,  of  the  importation  and  the  paying  or  securing  the 
duties  thei'eon,  and  eveiy  other  person  through  whose  hands 
such  merchandise  may  have  passed,  of  the  identity  thereof. 

Sect.  82.  If  any  goods,  wares,  or  merchandise,  entered  for 
exportation  with  intent  to  drawback  the  duties,  shall  be  landed 
within  the  limits  of  the  United  Stages,  the  same  is  subject  to  sei- 

zure and  forfeiture,  together  with  the  ship  or  vessel,  and  the 
vessels  or  boats  used  in  landing  the  same  :  and  all  persons  con- 

cerned therein,  upon  conviction,  to  suffer  imprisonment  not  ex- 
ceeding six  months. 

Sect.  77.  Merchandise  may  be  transported  coastways  to  such 
ports  as  vessels  arriving  from  the  Cape  of  Good  Hope,  or  beyond 
the  same,  are  admitted  to  enter  at,  by  making  the  following  entry, 
and  obtaining  a  certificate  from  the  port  of  original  importation. 

Sect.  7S.  The  certificate  accompaning  such  merchandise  to  be 
produced  at  the  time  of  making  entry,  upon  which  a  permit  will 
be  granted  for  unlading  ;  and  if  intended  to  be  exported  to  a  fo- 

reign port,  the  same  proceedings  to  be  had  as  if  such  merchan- 
dise had  been  originally  imported  into  the  district  from  whence 

they  are  to  be  exported 
Sect.  79.  Merchandise  may  be  transported  across  the  state  of 

New  Jersey,  by  the  following  route  to  Philadelphia,  and  exported 
from  thence  to  a  foreign  port,  and  obtain  drawback,  viz :  New- 
Brunswick,  South  Amboy,  and  Lambertcn,Bordentown,  cr  Bur- 

lington, by  making  an  entry  as  if  transported  by  water;  the  said 
merchandise  to  be  inspected  and  mai  kf  d  previous  to  the  land- 

ing on  board  any  packet  with  intention  of  tranbportation  as  afore- 
said, and  obtaining  the  certificate  as  in  otiier  cases  ;  and  if  m.er- 

chandise  is  transported  by  any  other  route  than  expressed  in  tne 
passport  accompanying  the  same,  or  if  the  marks,  fastenings  or 
seals  that  may  be  placed  thereon,  by  direction  of  any  officer  of 
the  customs,  be  broken  or  defaced,  or  unpacked,  the  merchan- 

dise in  respect  to  which  such  omission  or  wrong  doing  shall  hap- 
pen, or  the  value  thereof,  shall  be  forfeited. 

Sect.  80.  If  goods  are  exportedfrom  the  district  into  which  they 
were  originally  imported,  the  exporter  shall  receive  from  the  col- 

lector of  such  district,  a  debenture  or  debentures  for  the  amount 
of  such  drawback,  payable  at  the  exact  time  or  times  on  which  the 

duties  on  such  goods  shall  become  due.    Provided^  that  If  the  da- 
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ties  on  such  merchandise  shall  have  been  paid  prior  to  an  entry  for 
exportation,  the  debenture  shall  be  made  payable  in  15  days  from 
the  time  of  signing  the  bond;  and  the  debenture  may  be  made  pay- 

able to  the  original  importer  when  the  same  shall  be  requested  in 
•writing  by  the  exporter,  and  not  otherwise. 

If  merchandise  having  been  imported  coastways,  accompanied 
■with  a  certificate,  shall  be  exported  to  a  foreign  port,  the  exporter 
to  receive  a  certfficate  from  the  collector  of  the  district  from 
whence  exported  ;  which  is  to  be  produced  to  the  collector  of  the 
district  of  originalimportation,andthe  drawback  to  be  paid  at  such 
port,  u])on  debenture  or  debentures  being  granted  thereon,  pmy- 
able  as  aforesaid — but  in  no  case  is  the  drawback  to  be  paid  until 
the  duties  are  first  received. 

Information  generally. 
Sect.  43.  The  want  of  certificates  of  distilled  spirits,  wines,  or 

teas,jsubject  such  articles  to  seizure  and  50  dollars  fine  if  such  cer- 

tificates are  not  delivered  to  the  purchaser ;  and  if  any  cask",  chest, 
vessel  or  case,  containing  such  articles  shall  be  found  in  the  pos- 

session of  any  person,  without  being  marked,  and  not  being  accom- 
panied with  a  certificate,  the  sanie  is  liable  to  seizure. 

Skct.  44.  On  the  scale  of  any  cask,  &c.  which  has  been  marked, 
the  marks  to  be  defaced  in  presence  of  «ome  officer  of  inspection 
or  customs — and  the  certificate  of  the  same  to  be  delivered  up, 
under  the  penalty  of  100  dollars  and  costs  of  suit. 

Sect.  50.  Goods  from  foreign  ports,  not  to  be  unladen  but  be* 
tween  sunrise  and  sunset,  without  special  license,  under  a  penalty 
of  400  dollars  on  the  master  and  every  other  person  concerned, 
disability  from  holding  any  office  under  the  government  of  the 
United  States  for  seven  years,  and  being  advertised  in  the  news- 

papers, with  forfeiture  of  the  goods;  and  if  above  four  hundred 
dollars  value,  of  vessel  and  apparel. 

Sect.  51.  Goods  removed  before  gnaged  and  weighed,  (and  if 
wines,  spirits,  or  teas,  before  being  marked,)  without  permission, 
are  forfeited. 

Sect.  98.  Persons  giving  or  offering  a  bribe,  forfeit  from  200  to 
2000  dollars.  Inspectors,  and  officers  of  revenue  cutters,  may  go 
on  board,  examine,  and  search  vessels  :  have  free  access  to  the 
cabin,  and  seal  packages  :  and  after  sunset,  secure  hatches,  &c. 
Persons  in  charge  of  vessels,  for  breaking  fastenings,  but  in  pre- 

sence of  an  officer,  forfeit  200  dollars. 

Officers  may  seize  within  or  without  theirdistricts — persons  re- 
sisting or  impeding  them,  forfeit  400  dollars. 

The  master  or  commander  of  any  vessel,  that  shall  obstruct  or 
hinder,  (or  be  the  cause  thereof,)  any  officer  of  the  revenue,  io 
going  on  board  his  ship  or  vessel,  for  the  purpose  of  carrying  into 
effect  any  of  the  revenue  laws  of  the  United  States,  forfeit,from 
50  to  500  dollars.

Every  owner  of  a  vessel,  residing  within  the  limits  of  the  United 
States,  to  swear  to  the  register  within  90  days  ̂ er  ist  being 
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granted,  or  it  becomes  void,  and  the  vessel  and  cargo  pays  foreign 
tonnage  and  dut>\ 

Consuk  and  Fice-Conmls. 
By  an  act  of  Congress  of  the  28th  of  February,  1805,  it  is  made 

the  duty  of  every  master  of  any  vessel  bound  on  a  toreign  vo\  age, 
before  any  clearance  is  granted,  to  deliver  to  the  cohector  ot  the 
customs,  under  oath  or  affirmation,  a  list  contc^ining  the  names, 
place  of  residence,  and  a  description  of  the  per?»ons  coujpfisingihe 
ship's  company,  as  tar  as  he  can  ascertain  them,  and  the  collector 
shall  deliver  him  a  certified  copy  thereof,  for  which  the  collector 
shall  be  entitled  to  2*  cents;  and  the  said  master  is  to  enter  into 
bond,  with  security, in  the  sum  of  400  dollar^,  tot- xhibit  the  afore- 

said cenified  copy  of  the  list  tothehri«c  boarding  officer,  at  the  first 
port  in  the  United  States,  at  \vhi(  h  he  shall  arrive  on  his  return, 
and  then  and  there  produce  the  persons  named  therein.  The  bond 
not  to  be  foiieited,  on  failure  of  the  master  to  produce  any  per- 

son contained  in  the  list,  who  may  be  discharged  in  a  foreign  coun- 
try, with  the  consent  of  the  consul,  \ice-consul,  commercial  agent 

or  vice-commercial  agent  there  residing,  signed  in  writing,  uiider 
his  hand  and  official  seal :  nor  on  account  of  any  such  person  d>mg, 
or  absconding,  or  being  forcibly  impressed  into  other  service. 

Sect.*2.  Makes  it  the  duty  of  every  mas>teror  commander  of  any 
ship  or  vessel  belongmg  to  the  United  States,  on  his  arrival  at  a 
foreign  port,  todep^sii  his  register,  sea-letter,  and  Mediterranean 
passport,  with  the  consul,  vice-consul,  commercial  agent,  (it  any 
there  be  at  such  port,)  and  in  case  of  refusal,  he  forfeits  oOu  dol- 

lars ;  and  when  the  said  master  produces  a  clearance  from  the  prcf- 
per  officer  of  the  port,  it  is  the  duty  of  the  said  consul,  vice-consu?, 
or  commercial  agent,  to  return  him  all  of  his  said  papers. 

Sect.  3.  Whenever  a  ship  or  vessel  of  the  United  States  shall  be 

sold  in  a  foreign  countrv'.  and  her  company  discharged,  or  when  an 
American  seaman  shall  bv  his  own  consent  be  discharged  in  a 
foreign  country,  it  is  the  diity  of  the  master  or  commander  to  pro- 

duce to  the  consul,  vice-consul,  or  commercial  agent,  a  certified 

list  of  the  ship's  company,  and  to  pay  to  such  consul,  8cc.  for  every 
seaman  so  discharged,  three  monthi  pay  over  and  above  the  wages 
then  due  to  such  seaman  ;  two-thirds  thereof  to  be  paid  by  such 
consul,  to  each  seaman  so  discha'-ged,  and  the  other  remaining 
third  to  be  retained  for  the  purpose  i;f  creating  a  fund  for  the 
maintenance  of  destitute  American  seamen  in  such  foreign  port. 

Sect.  4.  Makes  it  the  dutv-  of  the  consuls,  vice  consuls,  com- 
mercialagentsand  vice-commercial  agents,  to  provide  for  thesea- 
men  of  the  United  States,  who  may  be  found  in  their  districts  re- 

spectively, sufficient  subsistence  and  passages  to  some  port  in  the 
United  States,  at  the  expense  of  the  Lnited  States,  subject  to  such 
instnictions  as  the  Secretan'  of  State  shall  give  ;  and  it  is  made  the 
duty  of  all  masters  andcommanders  ol  vessels  of  the  United  States, 
bound  to  a  port  of  the  same,  to  take  such  seamen  on  board  of  their 
ships  or  vessels,  at  the  request  of  said  consuls,  &c.  (not  more  than 
two  men  to  every  hundr«i  tons  burthen  of  his  ship  ©r  vessel,)  and 
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to  transport  them  to  the  port  in  the  United  States  to  which  he  is 
bound,  on  such  terms  as  may  be  agreed  on,  not  exceeding  ten 
dollars  for  each  person  ;  and  if  the  captain  or  commander  refuses 
to  take  such2,feeamen  on  the  request  of  the  consul,  8cc.  he  forfeits 
100  dollars  for  each  seaman  so  refused. 

Sect.  6.  Fixes  the  fee  of  the  consuls,  &c.  for  a  certificate  of 
discharge  of  any  seaman  in  a  foreign  port  at  50 cents  ;  and  allows 
them  two  and  a  half  per  cent,  on  all  monies  received  and  paid  on 
account  of  such  discharges. 

Sect.  7.  Subjects  the  consuls  to  a  fine  not  exceeding  10,000  dol- 
lars, and  imprisonment  not  exceeding  three  years,  for  knowingly 

giving  a  false  certificate,  stating  that  property  of  foreigners  be- 
longs to  citizens  of  the  United  States. 

Sect.  8.  Subjects  the  consuls,  &c.  to  a  fine  not  exceeding  1000 
dollars,  for  knowingly  certifying  that  an  alien  is  a  citizen  of  the 
United  States. 

Sect.  9.  Provides  that  all  powers  of  attorney,  executed  in  a  fo- 
reign country,  for  the  transfer  of  any  stock  ol  the  United  States,  or 

for  receiving  interest  thereon,  shall  be  verified  by  the  certificate 
and  seal  of  a  consul,  vice-consul,  commercial  agent,  or  vice-com- 

mercial agent,  if  any  there  be  at  the  place  where  the  same  shall  be 
executed,  for  which  the  said  consul,  &c.  shall  receive  50  cents.  .

RULES  AND  REGULATIQNS. 

Warden* s  Office y  J^ovemher  20,  1818. 
For  the  information  and  government  of  Owners,  Masters,  and 

others,  having  the  command,  care,  or  charge  of  Ships  or  Ves- 
sels within  the  port  or  harbour  of  Philadelphia,  the  Wardens 

of  the  port  conceive  it  necessary  to  publish  the  following  Rules 
and  Uegulations: 
1.  Every  ship  or  vessel  that  may  arrive  in  this  harbour,  and 

that  shall  come  to  anchor  in  the  stream,  any  where  between  Al- 
mond street  (in  the  district  of  Southwark,)  and  Vine  street, 

having  previously  caused  her  gunpowder,  if  she  had  any  on  board, 
to  be  landed  as  the  law  directs,  may  remain  in  that  situation  24 
hours,  and  no  longer ;  taking  care  to  lay  as  near  to  the  Island,  or 
Sand-bar,  as  may  be  consistent  with  their  safety.  But  if,  from 
the  circumstance  of  a  a  essel  having  servants  on  board,  or  from 
any  other  cause,  it  may  be  thought  necessary  or  convenient  to 
lay  a  longer  time  in  the  stream,  then,  and  in  every  such  case,  the 
Owner,  Master,  Pilot,  or  other  person,  having  the  charge  or  di- 

rection of  such  vessel,  shall  remove  her  from  opposite  the  city, 
and  shall  moor  her,  or  cause  her  to  be  moored  to  the  northward 
of  Vine  street,  with  one  anchor  and  cable  up,  and  one  anchor 
and  cable  down  the  stream  ;  and  in  both  the  above  mentioned 
situations,  the  regulations  contained  in  the  next  succeeding  arti- 

cle to  be  duly  attended  to. 
2.  When  a  ship  or  other  vessel  shall  be  hauled  into  any  wharf 

or  dock,  or  along  side  of  another  vessel  that  may  be  lying  at  such 
wharf  or  dock,  the  Owner,  Master,  Pilot,  or  whoever  may  have 
the  command,  care  or  direction  of  her,  shall  have  her  securely 
made  fast,  and  if  outside  of  another  vessel,  shall  get  one  good  fast 
from  each  end  of  the  vessel  to  the  shore,  and  within  24  hours 
thereafter,  cause  her  jib-boom,  spritsail-yard,  main-boom,  ring- 

tail and  driver-booms,  if  any  they  have,  to  be  rigged  in,  and  their 
lower  yards  topped  up,  in  such  a  manner  as  least  to  interfere 
with  vessels  passing. 

3.  If  any  vessel,  properly  moored  in  the  stream,  shall  have  her 
anchor  or  cable  overlaid  by  another  ship  or  vessel,  in  anchoring 
or  mooring,  the  Master  or  person  having  the  care  or  direction  of 
such  last-n»entioned  ship  or  vessel,  shall  immediately,  or  soon  as 
may  be,  after  application  made  to  him  by  the  party  aggrieved, 
cause  the  said  anchor  and  cable  so  overlaying,  to  be  taken  up  and 
cleared. 
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4.  If  the  fasts  of  a  ship  or  vessel,  when  moored  at  a  wharf, 
shall  extend  across  a  dock,  so  as  to  obstruct  the  passing  or  re- 

passing of  a  shallop,  lighter,  or  other  craft  or  vessel,  the  Master 
or  other  person  having  the  charge  or  command  of  such  ship  or 
vessel,  shall  upon  the  first  application,  immediately  cause  such 
fast  or  fasts  to  be  cast  off  or  slacked  down. 

5.  No  outward  bound  vessel  putting  off  from  a  wharf,  shall  lay 
longer  in  tlie  stream,  between  Vine  street  and  Almond  street  (in 
the  district  of  South  wark,)  above-mentioned,  than  24  hours.  And 
if  vessels  lying  at  the  end  of  wharves,  so  much  interlock  with 
each  other,  as  to  prevent  vessels  from  hauling  in  or  out  of  the 
docks,  the  Master,  Owner,  Pilot,  or  other  persoi\  having  charge 
of  the  same,  shall  immediately  on  appUcation  from  any  person  so 
wanting  to  haul  his  vessel  in  or  out  of  the  dock  aforesaid,  have 
the  vessel  or  vessels,  so  interfering,  moved  in  such  manner  as  to 
accommodate  the  one  applied  for ;  in  which  case  the  vessel  mak- 

ing room  for  another  to  haul  in  or  out,  shaU  have  liberty  to  make 
her  warps  fast  to  the  most  convenient  place  adjacent  for  a  reason- 

able time,  and  that  all  sea  vessels,  when  transporting  or  wanting 
to  haul  into  a  wharf  or  dock,  or  to  make  sail  in  order  to  proceed 
to  sea,  shall  have  tlie  same  privilege. 

6.  When  atiy  ship  or  vessel  is  lying  along  side  any  wharf,  and 
not  taking  in  or  discharging,  she  shall  make  way  for,  and  permit 
any  vessel  that  wants  to  unload  or  load,  to  come  inside  next  the 
wharf,  until  she  discharges  or  loads  her  cargo ;  and  the  said  ves- 

sel when  so  discharged  or  loaded,  shall  haul  outside,  and  give 

wa)'^  to  the  ship  or  vessel  that  first  occupied  the  wharf — Provid- 
ed, that  from  the  first  day  of  December,  to  the  first  day  of 

March,  no  vessel  shall  be  compelled  to  move.

UNITED  STATES'  PATENTS. 
The  general  law  concerning  the  issuing  of  Patents  will  be 

found  in  the  second  volume  of  the  Laws  of  the  United  States, 
page  200.  This  law  provides  for  citizens  only  ;  but  a  subsequent 
law  (vol.  5,  page  88)  provides  also  for  applicants  who  have  re- 

sided two  years  or  upwards  in  the  United  States,  and  who  are 
not  citizens. 

In  applying  for  a  patent,  it  is  necessary  to  attend  to  every  legal 
form,  for  in  consequence  of  inattention  to  forms  only,  some  of  the 
patents  issued  formerly,  have  in  the  courts  of  law  been  declared 
to  be  null  and  void. 

MODE  OF  APPLICATION. 

"  Every  inventor,  before  he  presents  his  petition  to  the  secre- 
tary of  state,  signifying  his  desire  of  obtaining  a  patent,  shall  pay 

into  the  treasury  of  the  United  States,  thirty  dollars,  for  which 
he  will  be  furnished  with  duplicate  receipts,  one  of  which  he 
shall  deliver  to  the  secretary  of  state,  when  he  presents  his  pe- 

tition ;  and  the  money  thus  paid  shall  be  in  full  for  the  sundry 
services  to  be  performed  in  the  office  of  the  secretary  of  state, 
consequent  to  such  petition.  This  petition  must  be  addressed  to 
the  secretary  of  state,  and  may  be  in  the  following  or  in  a  similar 
style ; 
To  the  Hon,  •    ,  Secretary  of  State  of  the  United 

States. 

The  petition  of  A.  B,  of   ,  in  the  county  of   ,  and 
state  of   ,  respectfully  represents  : 

That  your  petitioner  has  invented  a  new  and  useful  improve- 
ment ["  or  art,  machine,  manufacture  or  composition  of  matter, 

or  any  new  and  useful  improvement  in  any  art,  machine,  manu- 
facture, or  composition  of  matter"]  in   ,  not  known  or  used 

before  his  application,  the  advantages  of  which  he  is  desirous  of 
secunng  to  himself  and  his  legal  representatives  ;  he  therefore 
prays,  that  latters  patent  of  the  United  States  may  be  issued, 
granting  unto  your  petitioner,  his  heirs  admistrators,  or  assigns. 
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the  full  and  exclusive  i  ight  of  making,  constructing,  using,  and 
vending  to  others  to  be  used,  his  said  improvement,  (art,  mven- 
tion,  machine,  manufacture  or  composition  of  matter,  &c.) 
agreeably  to  the  acts  of  Congress  in  such  case  made  and  provi- 

ded ;  your  petitioner  having  paid  thirty  dollars  into  the  treasury 
of  the  United  States,  and  complied  with  the  other  provisions  of 
the  said  acts.  A.  B. 
The  specification  or  description  of  the  machine,  art,  discovery, 

or  invention,  must  be  given  in  clear  and  specific  terms,  designa- 
ting it  from  all  other  inventions,  and  describing  the  whole  in  such 

a  manner  as  to  comprehend  not  only  the  form  and  construction, 
if  a  machine,  but  also  the  mode  of  using  the  same  ;  and  if  it  be 
only  an  improvement  on  a  certain  machine  already  invented  by 
the  applicant  or  any  other,  it  ought  to  be  so  mentioned  or  de- 

scribed ;  and  as  this  specification,  description,  or  schedule,  enters 
into  and  forms  part  of  the  patent,  it  must  be  without  any  refer- 

ences to  a  model  or  drawing,  and  must  be  signed  by  the  appli- 
cant or  applicants,  before  two  witnesses.  It  is  material  that  this 

be  in  good  language,  and  correctly  written,  as  it  is  transcribed 
into  the  patent,  and  the  original  papers  will  be  deposited  in  an 
office,  that  will  hand  them  down  to  posterity  ;  by  which  the 
honour  of  the  country  is  concerned  in  this  attention.  The  modest 
inventor  will,  no  doubt,  exclude  those  panegyrics  on  the  excel- 

lence of  his  invention  or  discovery,  which  abounds  sometimes  in 
the  productions  of  the  inferior  genius,  but  which  ought  not  to 
enter  into  the  patent. 
The  following,  or  a  similar  oath  or  affirmation,  taken  [before 

a  judge  of  any  of  the  courts,  or  a  justice  of  the  peace,  or  any  per- 

son qualified'  to  administer  an  oath]  by  the  applicant  or  appli- cants, must  be  subjoined  to  the  specification,  ii  citizens  oi  the 
United  States : 

FORM, 

On  this   of   ,  181  ,  before  the  subscriber,  a  justice  of 
the  peace,  in  and  for  the  said  county,  personally  appeared  the 
aforenamed  A.  B  und  made  solemn  oath  [or  affirmation]  accord- 

ing to  law,  that  he  verily  believes  himself  to  be  the  true  and  ori- 
ginal inventor  or  discoverer  of  the  art,  [machine,  invention,  or 

improvement,  composition  of  matter,  8cc.]  above  specified  and 
described,  for   (mention  here  the  object  or  intention) 

,  and  that  he  is  a  citizen  of  the  United  States. 
..  .-.  — — ,  Justice  Peace. 

If  not  a  citizen  (or  citizens)  the  following  addition  must  be 
made  to  the  declaration,  *'  that  he  verily  believes  himself  to  be 
the  true  and  original  inventor  or  discoverer  of  the  art,  &c.  And 
that  the  same  hath  not,  to  the  best  of  his  or  her  knowledge,  or 
belief,  been  known  or  used,  either  in  this  or  any  foreign  country 

  ."    ♦♦  Also,  that  he  ;or  she)  hath  resided  in  the  United 
States  two  years  and  upwards." 

It  is  not  necessary  that  the  time  of  residence  should  immedi- 
ately precede  the  application. 

If  an  inventor  or  discoverer  should  die  intestate,  before  an  ap- 
plication be  made  for  a  patent,  his  legal  representatives  may 
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apply  for  the  patent,  in  tnist  for  the  heirs  at  law  ;  otherwise  in 
trust  for  the  devisees. 
The  specihcation  must  be  accompanied  by  a  good  drawing,  in 

perspective,  of  the  whole  machine  or  apparatus,  *'  where  the  na- 
ture of  the  case  admits  of  drawings,  or  with  specimens  of  the 

ingredients,  and  of  the  composition  of  matter,  sufficient  in  quan- 
tity for  the  purpose  of  experiment,  where  the  invention  is  of  a 

composition  of  matter."  "  Aad  such  inventor  shall,  moreover, 
deliver  a  model  of  his  machine,  provided  tne  secretary  shall  deem 

such  model  to  be  necessary."  It  is  requisite,  in  giving  a  drawing 
of  the  machine,  to  give  also  sectional  drawings  of  the  inteiior 
when  the  machine  be  complex;  and  every  drawing  should  be  ac- 

companied with  explanatory  references.  If  the  machine  is  com- 
plex, a  model  will  likewise  be  necessary,  notoRly  to  explain  and 

render  it  comprehensible  to  a  common  capacity,  but  also  to  pre- 
vent mfringements  of  rights ;  for  many  will  plead  ignorance  of 

drawings,  who  cannot  avoid  conviction  by  wheels  and  pinions. 
The  drawings  ought  not  to  exceed  a  quarto  size,  and  if  confin- 

ed to  octavo  they  would  be  still  better,  where  it  can  be  done 
conveniently  and  distinctly. 
Many  of  the  drawings  in  this  office  are  executed  in  a  very 

handsome  style,  and  do  much  credit  to  the  gentlemen  whose 
names  are  ascertained.  If  the  artists  would  always  sign  them, 
with  their  directions,  information  might  be  given  to  the  appli- 

cants for  patents  where  to  apply  for  drawings. 
The  papers  must  all  be  sent  directed  to  the  superintendent  of 

the  Patent  Office,  under  cover  to  the  secretary  of  state,  which 
of  course  renders  them  free  of  postage  ;  but  if  models  be  sent, 
their  freight  or  carriage  hither  must  be  paid,  and,  before  pack- 

ing them,  the  name  or  names  of  the  inventor  or  inventors  should 
be  written  thereon,  with  the  name  of  the  machine,  and  the  date ; 
for,  sometimes,  on  receiving  them,  it  is  difficult  to  know  to  whom 
they  appertain.  -  . 

T  he  congress  being  impressed  with  a  high  sejise  of  the  value 
of  the  inventions  of  our  citizens,  have  purchased  an  elegant  and 
extensive  building,  wherein  preparations  are  made  for  the  ac- 

commodation of  a  very  numerous  collection  of  the  machines  il- 
lustrative of  the  ingenuity  displayed ;  and  this  Museum  of  the 

Arts,  it  is  presumed,  will  stimulate  the  ingenious  to  send  the: 
models  of  their  machines  and  inventions  in  a  style  that  will 
rather  honour  than  discredit  themselves  and  our  country. 

Copy-rights  of  books,  prints,  charts,  maps,  &c.  are  secured 
•*  by  depositing,  before  publication,  a  printed  copy  of  the  title  of 
such  map,  chart,  book  or  books,  in  the  clerk's  office  of  the  dis- 

trict court,  where  the  author  o."  proprietor  shall  reside,  who  will 
record  the  same  ;  and  the  author  or  proprietor  shall  within  two 
months  from  the  date  of  the  record,  cause  a  copy  of  the  said  re- 

cord to  be  pubhshed  in  one  oi'  more  of  the  newspapers  printed 
in  the  United  States,  for  the  space  of  four  weeks.  And  within 
six  months  of  publishing  the  map,  chart,  book,  or  books,  the  au- 

thor or  proprietor  shall  deliver,  or  cause  to  be  delivered  to  the 

secretary  of  state,  a  copy  of  the  same  ;"  and,  when  deposited  and 
entered  in  the  patent  office,  a  certificate  will  be  returned  of  its 
being  received.    This  will  secure  the  sole  right  of  publication; 
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for  fourteen  years,  to  the  author  or  proprietor,  if  a  citizen  of  the 

United  States,  or  resident  therein,  "  And  if,  at  the  expiration  of 
the  term,  the  author  or  authors,  or  proprietors,  or  any  of  them, 
be  living  and  a  citizen  or  citizens  of  these  United  States,  or  resi- 

dents therein,  the  same  exclusive  right  shall  be  continued  to  him 
or  them,  his  or  tlieir  executors,  administrators  or  assigns,  for  the 
further  term  of  fourteen  years  ;  provided,  he  or  they  shaJl  cause 
the  title  thereof  to  be  recorded  and  published  in  the  above  man- 

ner, within  six  months  before  the  expiration  of  the  first  term  of 

fourteen  years  aforesaid."  In  securing  designs  for  paper  hang- 
ings and  ornaments  for  rooms,  &c.  a  specimen  of  each  should  be 

deposited  in  the  clerk's  office  where  the  inventor  resides,  who 
will  describe,  in  writing,  all  the  ornaments,  and  the  colours  used 
in  each,  so  as  to  designate  them,  with  the  changes  that  are  propo- 

sed to  be  used  in  changing  the  ground  and  general  tint.  Let  each 
paper  thus  described,  be  numbered,  1,  2,  3,  &c.  and  after  enter- 

ing them  in  the  clerk's  office,  and  publishing  them  as  directed, 
let  a  specimen  of  each  be  sent  to  the  honourable  the  secretan'^  of 
state,  or  through  him  to  the  person  who  directs  the  pateiit  office, 
with  correspondent  descriptions  and  numbers ;  and  a  certificate 
of  such  a  deposit  will  complete  the  requisitions  of  the  law  in  se- 

curing the  exclusive  right  to  each  original  production  of  genius.

POST  OFFICE  ESTABLISHMENT. 
The  Post  Office  establishment  is  under  the  direction  of  a  Post- 

master General,  whose  office  is  called  the  General  Post  Office, 
and  is  kept  at  the  seat  of  government. 

Congress,  by  special  act,  establishes  such  post  roads  as  appear 
to  them  expedient.  At  this  time  there  is  a  main  post  road  which 
extends  1,733  miles  from  Robbinstown,  on  the  north-eastern  ex- 

tremity of  the  sea-coast  of  the  United  States,  to  St.  Mary's,  on  the 
south  eastern  extremity ;  and  another  main  post  road  which  leads 
from  th^  seat  of  government  to  New-Orleans,  being  a  distance 
of  1,233  miles,  and  branches,  or  cross  roads,  which  keep  up  a 
communication  between  the  capital  of  the  United  States,  and  the 
capitals  of  the  individual  states,  and  also  with  every  city  or  vil- 

lage of  any  note.  The  aggregate  of  the  excent  of  the  several 
post  roads  is  about  51,600  miles. 
The  mail  is  carried  by  contrasts  made  with  the  Postmaster 

General,  who  has  divided  the  whole  into  nearly  400  routes  or 
contracts,  and  has  stipulated  for  its  conveyance  as  often  and  with 
such  expedition  as  he  finds  the  public  interest  requires.  It  runs 
daily  between  the  great  and  commercial  towns ;  twice  a  week  to 
the  capitals  of  each  state,  not  commercial;  and  once  a  week  to 
other  places.  The  usual  rate  of  travellin,^  en  the  cross-roads,  is 
40  miles  a  day  ;  and  trom  60  to  120  miles  m  24  hours,  between 
the  great  commercial  towns. 
Post  Offices  are  established  by  the  Postmaster  General,  at  such 

places  as  he  considers  expedient. 
There  are  stages  for  the  conveyance  of  the  m^l  and  passen- 

gers, from  Belfast  in  Maine,  to  St.  Mary's  in  Greorgia,  and  on 
many  of  the  cross-roads.

The  Mail  is  transported  in  sulkies  and  on  horseback,  each  day 
m  the  year,  10,616  miles,  making  20,737  miles  per  day. 

If  you  divide  the  post  roads  of  the  United  States  into  two  distinct 
post  routes,  the  Mail  will  travel  each  week,  in  stages  nearly  equal 
to  three  times  round  the  globe  ;  and  divide  all  the  post  roads  in 
the  United  States,  into  four  equal  or  distinct  post  routes,  on  which 
the  Mail  is  carried  in  stages,  bulkies,  and  on  horseback,  it  will 
be  equal  to  a  travel  of  six  times,  each  week,  round  the  globe, 
averaging  one  Post  Office  for  eveiy  15  miles  of  post  road.

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practise  Midwifery  in  the  City  of  Philadelphia,  the  district  of 
Southwark,  the  township  of  the  Northern  Liberties  and  the 
townships  of  Moyamensing  and  Penn,  between  the  first  day  of 
March  and  the  first  day  of  April,  annually  hereafter,  to  leave 
their  names  in  writing,  and  the  places  of  their  residence,  at  the 
Office  of  the  Board  of  Health,  and  when  so  left  it  shall  be  the 
duty  of  the  clerk  to  receive  and  enter  the  same  alphabetically  in 
a  book  to  be  kept  for  that  purpose,  which  shall  be  open  at  all 
times  during  the  Office  hours,  to  persons  desirous  to  inspect  the 
same.  And  all  persons  pursuing  or  practising  Midwifery  as 
aforesaid,  shall  keep  a  true  and  exact  Register  of  the  births  that 
take  place  under  their  care  and  superintendance,  and  shall,  from 
time  to  time  as  they  may  happen,  enter  the  same,  with  the  sex 
of  the  child  so  born,  on  a  blank  schedule  to  be  furnished  to  them 
by  the  clerk  of  the  Health  Office,  which  schedule  shall  be  signed 
with  the  name  of  such  person,  and  delivered  on  the  last  Saturday 
of  each  month  to  the  clerk  of  the  Health  Office,  or  other  person 
calling  for  the  same ;  and  every  person  pursuing  or  practising 
Midwifery,  neglecting  or  refusing  to  leave  their  names  and 
places  of  residence  at  the  Health  Office  as  aforesaid,  or  to  per- 

form any  other  of  the  duties  required  by  this  act,  shall  forfeit 
and  pay  for  each  offi^nce  the  sum  of  twenty- five  dollars,  to  be  re-
